5. Using the platform information of an issues comparison of
Republican and Democratic candidates, build a platform for each
party, using popsicle sticks. You will be making two platforms — a
Democratic and a Republican platform.

As you would build a log cabin, make a square base by laying_four
popsicle sticks flat on the table. Glue the corners together. Continue to
glue and stack additional popsicle sticks on top of your base, about 4-5
sticks high on each side. This should look like the walls of a log cabin
and form the base of your platform. When you complete the first base,
make the second base.

Write or call the Republican and Democratic headquarters, asking
them to send you their most recent party platform Select the most
important issues that the two parties disagree on and have included as
planks in their platforms.

Write the party’s position on each issue on a popsicle stick. Make
a flat platform on top of the base by gluing the sticks side by side.
